Giriulla.—The rainfall during May and June this year was almost the same as that during 
May and June last year. The return of nuts shows a slight increase. 

Kudawewa.—May, 1951, had a heavier rainfall than May, 1950, while the rainfall in June 
this year was less than in June last year. The pick for this period was less than the pick for the 
same period last year. 

Lunuwila.—This year the month of May experienced much heavier rainfall than May last 
year. June this year had a rainfall less than June last year. The crop for these two months show 
a slight increase over the crop for the corresponding months last year. 

Madampe.—This year May experienced a heavier rainfall than May last year, while June 
had a rainfall less than June last year. The pick for these months was very much greater than 
the same pick last year. 

Tirukkovi l .—The rainfall during May this year has been more than during May last year. 
While June last year had no rain at all, June this year had a very small fall. The crop for these 
months this year show a slight increase over the crop for the same months last year.

Giriulla.—In August this year the estate experienced no rainfall but the total rainfall for 
July-August this year exceeded the total rainfall during the same months last year. The crop 
for this period this year shows a very good increase over the crop for the same oeriod last year. 

Kudawewa.—More rain fell 
during July this year than during 
July last year. August was a dry 
month. The yield of nuts for 
these months was less than the 
yield for the same months last 
year. 

Lunuwila .—The rainfall in 
July this year was more than 
double the rainfall in July, 1 9 5 0 . 
Though August had experienced a 
very small rainfall the total for 
these two months exceeded the 
total fall for the same months last 
year. The crop for this pick this 
year shows a drop from the crop 
for the same pick last year. 

Madampe.—This year July ex­
perienced a very much heavier 
rainfall than July, 1 9 5 0 . August 
had no rainfall at all this year. 
The yield in nuts has fallen well 
below last year's yield for the same 
pick. 

Tirukkovil .—Both last year 
and this year the rainfall in July 
was almost the same. August, 
1 9 5 0 , had a heavier rainfall than 
August, 1 9 5 1 . The return in nuts 
shows a small increase over last 
year's returns for July-August.
