Nomenclatural reasons, changes in limits of genera, and critical revisions of some of the groups
have made it necessary to change many of the names given in the above handbooks. In all
such cases the older names are indicated against those now in use. The names of several species
which have since been recorded and those of certain naturalized exotics which are now rather
common in the island have been added. The system adopted by Cogpeland (1947), with some
minor changes, has been used for the arrangement of the genera of ferns. o
